Motion to approve the agenda was made by Vanderpluym, seconded by Gorham.  Ayes: All. 
Motion to approve the minutes was made by Gorham, seconded by Kersten.  Ayes: All. 
Steve Perry, City Engineer presented proposals from SWIPCO to complete a Comprehensive Plan and Annexa-

tion Plan for the City.  The City’s Comprehensive Plan is outdated, and needs to be updated for future use in secur-
ing federal, state and local funding for infrastructure projects as well as civic projects.  The annexation plan is the 
required initial step to annex properties into the city limits that are presently accessing city services, and are an 
integral part of the city.  Motion by Kersten, to accept the two proposals as presented by SWIPCO, with the provi-
sion to include the framework for the Urban Revitalization Plan, seconded by Gorham. Ayes: all

Motion to waive 2nd & 3rd reading 
and approved as read by Gorham, seconded by Vanderpluym.

Sidney residences were present to voice 
concerns.  Discussion followed between the Sidney residence and Mores Enterprise & their employees.  Council 
decided with conditions, will grant a Special Exemption Use from the code requirements, discussions were had with 
limitations and conditions. The Council will have the Special Exemption Use Permit at the January meeting for 
Mores Enterprises dba Kevington Lane to sign and Council to pass. 

Motion made by Vanderpluym to approve the Yearly Appointments to the Low Rent Housing Authority to 
12/31/10 for; Diane Barnard and Leon Fleming, seconded by  Kersten.  Ayes: all.
